Committee Reports

Operations Chiefs

Mike Wallace, Seminole Fire Rescue reported that the restructuring of the 600 Series SOP was still underway. South and mid-County fire departments were working on a greater alarm staff notification similar to that in place in north county.
Education Committee

Preparing for Assessment Center course upcoming May 20, in Largo. There are six registrants so far and 24 seats available. Cost to Pinellas personnel is $40 – out of county personnel $65.

Training Officers

Greg Lanning, St. Petersburg Fire Rescue, reported on pilot program for training center to determine costs and scenarios. Committee is working on the idea to host an instructor’s conference here in Pinellas. Working on the review and summary of FOSHA to present to the fire chiefs. The May Day exercise for DC’s has been completed – working on finding a suitable building for the county-wide drill. The committee will be requesting financial assistance from the Association for Rehab supplies at the county-wide drill.
Purchasing
Ken Cramer requested all fire chiefs send current purchasing contract info to him and he will compile and distribute the results. Ken distributed a survey regarding information on anticipated purchases and needs.

Fire & EMS

Mike Cooksey reported on the grant proposal for wireless data system equipment for Pinellas fire departments through Belleair Bluffs FD. Mike discussed the fire hydrant standard he has been working on. He requested the Association create a committee to assist with the county fire hydrant standard creation. Chiefs Stout, Graham and Malzone as well as a rep from the fire marshals will assist Mike.
Medical Director

Jeff Barnard reported on STEMI patients and the program to get these patients to the correct facility for treatment. He discussed the Florida Stroke Act, its impacts on the Pinellas system and plans to meet the Act requirements. Jeff also spoke on the placements of AED’s within the county and the need for medical oversight.

Pat Shepler reported the April shift paramedic course is full and the other course has a few openings. The upcoming EMT class is full. May 23 & 24, will be the full BTLS course for those not attending or passing the CME. He requested that anyone having old bunker gear consider donating it to the college for EMS student use.

Academy class 11 has been completed. The upcoming part-time academy course is full. Reported on possible need for instructor evaluations for in-service training. The fire academy has a need for some five-inch hard suction hose. The college is examining a PIO training course at the Allstate Center.
